1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the Madhya Pradesh Phal-Paudh Ropani

2. Definitions.—(1) In these rules unless the context otherwise requires,—

{b) *Competent authority” means a compelent authority appointed under Section 3 of the Act;
{c) ‘Section” means section of the Act;
{dy ‘Form’™ means Torms appended to these rules.

(2) Words and expressions used in these rules but not defined in the Act shall have the same meanings as
assigned to them in the Act.
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3. Owner of nursery to obtain licence.—Any owner of a fruit-plant nursery desires to conducl or carry on the
business of the fruit-plant nursery shall obiain a licence under these rules,

4, Application for grant of licence.—{1) Any owner desiring (o obtain a licence shall make an application in
Form A to the competent authority for grant of licence.

(2} The owner of Government nursery shall also make an application to the competent authority for grant of
ticence,

5. Fee for grant of licence.—(1} The owner of a nursery shall deposit, the licence fee of Rs. 1000/ (one
thousand} or the nursery having the arca of two hectares of land and Rs. 2000/- (two thousand) for the nursery the
ares of which is more than two hectares of land, in the office of the Assistant Director, Horticulture and shall obtain

the official receipt of the deposited amount,

(2} No licence lee shull be payable for the nurserics of the Government Depariment, Government undertaking
which includes local bodies, Krishi Vishwavidyalaya and Krishi Vigyan Kendras.

6, Grant of Licence.—(1) The competent authority on receipl of application alongwith documents being
satisfied that all the documents fulfill the requirement, may grant a licence in the Form B to the applicant.

(2) The duration of licence shall be tluee years from the daie specified in the licence.

7. Renewal of licence—(1) The owner of ruit-plant nursery shall make an application if Form C for the
renewal of Ticence.

(2) The competent authority may, on application being made to him in that behalf renew the licence for the
requisite period on payment of Rs. 1000/— {one thousand) as rencwal lee.

(3) No fee for renewal of licence shall be payable by the owner of Government. fruit plant nurscry.

{(4) The application for renewal of a licence shall be made to the competent authority at least three months before
the dale of expiry of the existing licence,

(5) The compelent authority shatl renew the licence before the expiry of the period of existing licence. The
competent authority may reject the application for renewal and intimation thereof shall be sent to the applicant.

{6) No application of renewal for licence shall be entertained after the expiry of the period of licence.

8. Duplicate copy of licence.—If a licence granied to an owner is lost, mutilated or damaged, stolen or destroyed,
the competent anthority shall on appllication on payment of preseribed fee, issue duplicate licence.

9. Suspension or cancellation of licence.~(1) The competent authority shall have power 1o suspend or cancel
any licence granted under these rules for contravenlion of any of the rules:

Provided that the competent authority shall give the licencee an opportunity to show cause hefore taking any
action or passing any order under these rules,

(2} Notwithstanding an thing contained in sub-rule (1), the Heence shall be liahle 1o immediate suspension or
cancellation by the competent authority, if the place is  insufficient or is causing danger (0 the safety or health or
inconvenience to the public,
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i0. Display of licence and sale price of plants ele.—The owner of fruit plant nursery whether privatc or owned
by the Government Department shall display the original licence on a conspicuous place of the nursery and shall also
display or paste the list of sale price of fruit plants separately in the premiscs.

11. Licence not transferable.—A Ticence granied under these rules shail not be transferable and after the death
of the licensee it shall be deemed 1o be revoked.

12, Permission to include or remove plants.— If the owner of a fruit plant nursery desires Lo include plants
in the nursery or remove some plants from the nursery, he shall make an application in Form I} to the competent
authority for permission. The competent authority, on receipt of the application alongwith the application [ce of Rs.
5000/- (live hundred), shall inspect or cause to be inspected the nwrsery and after satisfaction, grant the permission lor
inclusion or removal of plants within 30 days from the date of receipt of the application:

Provided thal no permission shall be granted if the pertod of lcence has expired;

(2) No fruit plants shall be included in the nursery or removed from the nursery unless due permission of
component authorily has heen oblained.

13. Label to be pasted/displayed.—Every holder of licence shall specify the name of fruit planis kept for sale,
its age and the name of rootstock together with scion of fruit plants on a label 10 be displayed in a conspicuous manner.
The holder of licence shall mention the date of propagation, period of expiry, local name of the plants on the label.

t4. Record to be maintained.—Every owner of fruit plant nursery shall maintain three registers in form E, from
F and Form G as required by Scction 6 of the Act.

15, Power to issue directions.—Thc competent authority or the Dircclor Horticulture, shall have power to give
technical directions to the owners of nurseries Tor the purpose of keeping the nursery plots and pavent trees used for
the propagation of fruit plams free from insects, pests and plant diseases.

16. Licencee or his nominee to be present.—FEither the halder of the licence or any person whom the licencee
has nominaied, shall be present at the nursery during the whole time for which premises arc open to the public {or
sale.

17. Power of eniry and inspection.—(1) The competent authority or any person authorized by it or by the State
Govermment in this behalf, shall have the power to enter the premises of nursery during 8.00 a. m. to 7.00 p. m. for
inspection for the purpose of ascertsining the position or examining the working of any fruit plant nursery or ptace
of business where the fruit plants arc sold or for any other purpose mentioned in the Act or in these rules.

(2} The owner of nwsery shall render all possible assistance to the person making the inspection.
18. Appeal.—(1) Any person aggricved by an order of a competent authorily refusing to grant or renew a licence
or suspending or cancelling a licence may file appeal in Form H to the Director of Horticulture or 1o any officer

authorized by the concerned department for the purpose within 30 days from the dule of receipt of the order by him:

Provided that the appellate authorily may entertain the appeal on expiry of 30 days if it is satisfied that the
appellant was prevented by sufficient cause [rom filing the appeal in time :

Provided further that no appeal shall be cnicrtained on the expiry of sixty days {rom the date ol receipt of the
order by him.
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(2} On receipt of an appeal under sub-rule (1), the appellate authority shall after giving the appellant an
opportunity of being heard, pass such order on the appeal as i thinks {it.

(3) The appellant shall deposit the fee of Rs. 250/ (two hundred fifty} in the office of the appellale authority
and obtain a receipt. The ortginal receipt shall be submitted alongwith the memorandum of appeal.

19. Surrender of licence.—(1) The Heencee shall surrender, the licence on the expity of the period of validity
speeilied in the licence or on receipt of an order suspending or cancelling a ficence, to the competent authority.

(2} The competent authority may. after such cxpiration, suspension or cancellation give such reasonable time as
it thinks fit to the owner of the nursery to cnable him to windup his fruit plant nursery.

(3) The competent authority shall alse have the power to issue new licence to the owner for remaining period
if needed.

20. Penaltics.—If any person contravenes any of the provisions of the Madhya Pradesh Phal Paudh Ropani
(Viniyaman) Adhiniyam, 2010 (No. 3 of 2011} or contravences the provisions of these rules or obstracts any officer
or person in the exercise of any powers conferred or in the performance of any duty imposed on him by or under the
Act shall be punished with imprisonment or with fine or with both, in accordance with the provigions of Section
14 of the Act.
